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At the winter meeting of the National Federation of State High School Asso- * _?A; - ’
ciations, a speaker analyzed current world trends and their impact on edu- i N
cation. Bob Hughes, whose career is focused on education and technologi-
cal advancement, traced major concepts of educational reform over the past . )
twenty-five years and he attempted to answer a very significant question: A

Mr. Hughes suggested that the attendees think of areas of school life where
student attention is high and discipline problems are lower. He suggested
three areas of school life where that kind of environment was likely to occur: —_—
sports, performing arts, and school newspaper/year book staff. The speaker i "
proceeded to make a case that the skills needed to succeed in the 21t
century involve working with others to achieve common goals, to accomplish tasks, and to solve problems — and
those skills are being taught best in the environments he highlighted.

Before our students move on from high school, their involvement in competitive activities has the potential to
provide them with personal experiences to facilitate the academic knowledge gained in the classroom. However,
if the purposes of education-based competitions are changed from an emphasis on providing participation experi-
ences for a wide range of students to a focus on winning at all costs, that potential won’t be reached.

The attendees at the NFHS meeting were provided with copies of newspaper articles that showed some of the
perils faced in education-based competitions.

1. A “correspondence school” is being investigated for miraculously rejuvenating the GPAs of college ath-
letic recruits while also allowing them to escape state graduation test requirements.

2. A survey of youth sports (including high school) in Utah revealed excessive parental inputs of money and
time pursuing dreams for their children’s athletic future.

3. A story told of two basketball players who lived in one state, went to school in 8" grade in another state
where they could play varsity ball, and then moved with a guardian to a third state for their high school
careers.

4. A coach at a small school that played 8-man football told his team an away game had been cancelled; then
he suited up college-age players for that game.

Some people would argue that these are extreme circumstances that never would occur in Georgia. Yet there are
issues being raised and investigated that indicate the focus is being moved away from the traditional purposes of
education-based competitions. Think about it!
